	Simple sentence
	A sentence with one clause.
	Jacob ran to the store.

	Compound sentence
	A sentence with two or more independent clauses.

Joined with coordinating conjunction and comma.
	Jacob ran to the store, and Elijah met him there.

	Complex sentence
	A sentence with an independent clause and at least one subordinate clause.  

· If a subordinate clause comes first, you use a comma.

· You don’t use a comma when the subordinate clause comes after the independent clause.
	When Jacob ran to the store, his friends decided to sneak into his room. (use comma)

His friends decided to sneak into his room when Jacob ran to the store.  (no comma)

	Compound-complex sentence
	A sentence with two or more independent clauses and at least one subordinate clause.  Comma and conjunction rules above apply.
	When Jacob ran to the store, his friends snuck into his room, and played his video game.

His friends snuck into his room when Jacob ran to the store, and they played his video game.
